. "Federal Court" means any court of the United States of America.

2. "State Court" means any court of any state, territory or possession of the United
States, Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, or the District of Columbia.

3. "Tribal Court" means any court or constitutionally established tribunal of any
federally recognized Indian nation, tribe, pueblo, band, or Alaska Native village,
duly established under federal law or tribal law, including Courts of Indian
Offenses listed in Title 25, Section 11 of the Code of Federal Regulations.

4. "Cherokee Court" means either the Supreme Court or the District Court, both of
the Cherokee Nation.

5. "Judicial Officer" means any judge, justice, magistrate or other tribunal duly
seated and authorized under federal, state or tribal law to resolve disputes and
enter judgments in a tribal, state or federal court.

6. "Federal Judgment" means any written judgment, decree or order of a federal
court duly signed by a judicial officer and filed in a Federal Court.

7. "State Judgment" means any written judgment, decree or order of a state court
duly signed by a judicial officer and filed in a State Court.

8. "Tribal Judgment" means any written judgment, decree or order of a tribal court
duly signed by a judicial officer and filed in a Tribal Court.
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
